REGISTRATION DEADLINES — You may register up to the start of class provided there are still 
spaces available.

PAYMENT — A $25 non-refundable deposit (applicable to tuition) per class is required at  
registration. Full payment is due no later than 2 weeks prior to the start of class.

CLASS CONFIRMATION — Once registered, you will receive a letter confirming your enrollment, 
stating your balance due and due date, the class location, and other general information. We will 
also send you a medical release form to complete, or you can download one on our website.

CANCELLATION POLICY — We will refund your tuition (less the $25 non-refundable deposit) up 
to two weeks before the first day of class. Refunds/credits are not given for cancellations made 
less than two weeks before the first day of class.
